The true light, which enlightens everyone, was coming into the world. (John 1:8-9)
Advent is the season of waiting. We know all about waiting. We spend a fair amount of our lives waiting. Sometimes waiting can be annoying and frustrating - waiting in lines at the store or the theater or at a sporting event, waiting for traffic to start moving again or for the person ahead of us to decide what to order at our favorite fast food place. Sometimes waiting is filled with fear and anxiety – waiting for those test results to come in or for a loved one to return from deployment. Sometimes our waiting is full of joy and anticipation – waiting for a child to be born or family to come and visit.
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When I was about 6 or 7, I vividly remember one Christmas morning when waiting was all of these things. My mother was working the night shift at the hospital and my father wouldn’t let us open any presents until she got home from work. He wouldn’t even let us look inside our stockings! It was so frustrating to be sitting on that couch looking at all the beautifully wrapped presents under the tree and not be able to open any of them. I don’t think I could tell time yet, but I remember anxiously looking at the clock and watching the minute hand slowly tick its way around. But the anticipation of what I would find inside those boxes with my name on them made the wait exciting. What could be in each of those packages? As I remember it, the wait was worth it. The doll I really wanted was there along with other wonderful things.


The waiting of Advent can feel like this as well. We know that Christmas is at the end of it and we would much rather get there than to wait through Advent. We want to sing Christmas carols and tell the Christmas story. The shepherds and angels are much more exciting then John the Baptist and Elizabeth. Society as a whole doesn’t celebrate Advent. Oh, we may be able to find Advent calendars or Advent candles, but the stores are filled with Christmas trees, lights, ornaments, and those beloved carols. Why can’t we just skip the waiting? What we are waiting for has already happened – the Christ Child’s birth.


Advent is not only about getting ready for Christmas. It is also about waiting for Christ’s return someday and that waiting takes preparation, focus on what to do during the time of waiting, and trust in the one we are waiting for. Advent provides us the opportunity to re-focus, re-affirm, and re-commit ourselves to the One whose birth transforms the lives of those who follow him. It provides an opportunity for Christ to be reborn in our hearts.

Advent is not just the precursor to Christmas. It is a season all its own. Let’s not be in such a hurry to get to Christmas. Experience the waiting and all of the emotions that come with it. May you have a blessed Advent this year.
